The 3rd WSF World Spirit Forum has commenced  

120 participants have gathered to initiate a global project  
 

The 4 day conference of the WSF World Spirit Forum has gotten off to a promising start on 

Sunday, January 22nd in Arosa with participants from more than 40 countries. Most of the foreign 

guests arrived in the morning aboard the historical Orient Express from Zurich, where the 

headquarters of the WSF is located. 
 

Zurich, January 23rd, 2006 – The 3rd WSF World Spirit Forum is being held from January 22nd  

through 25th in Arosa, Switzerland prior to the WEF World Economic Forum in Davos. Time and 

place have been intentionally chosen so as to complement the WEF in Consciousness, Entirety 

and Sustainability. 
 

The collective project of this years´ WSF Forum is the initiation of a World Parliament of 

Spirituality, which will be created  by all the participants in an open working process and end 

with the signing of the “Arosa Declaration” on the last day of the conference. 
 

The beginning of this global project was marked by a 20-minute flag ceremony after which a 

timetable for mutual activities for the 4 work groups was revealed. In the spirit of the the WSF 

motto: “Collaboration in Consciousness”, the World Wisdom Council, initiated by the Club of 

Budapest, youth leaders form the World Spirit Youth Council and delegates from spiritually 

oriented organizations will work together with individuals from business and society until 

Wednesday in creating the “Arosa Declaration”. 
 

Sesto Giovanni Castagnoli, president and initiator of the WSF on the implication of this 

years Forum for the further development of the WSF: “In its third year the WSF is in the process 

of setting further stones for a stable foundation based on a creative and flexible network and a 

strong. cooperative and integral platform for its sustainable future”.
